6. Security for costs The principal Act is amended 
by insertino after section 74 the following section: 

"74A. Security for costs (1) Notwithstanding anything 
contained in any other Ac~, in any proceedings where an 
election petition is filed and at any stage after filing 
thereof , the Court shall order security to be given by the 
petitioner personally for the costs o f the hearing of the 
petition and shall order the hearino of the petition to be 
stayed until such security has been given.

(2) Every order made pursuant to this section shall 
day not later than the last day for the commencement 
hearing of the petit i on by which security shall be 
and may fix such other terms and conditions as the 

thinks just, 
(3) In fixing the amount of security t o r costs the

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or any other party to the petition will probably incur. 
provided that any amount so fixed shall not be less than 

$Z.OOO. (4) If any petitioner fails to comply with any order 
tor security for costs the court shall dismiss the petition 

for want of prosecution. (S) The provisions of this section shall apply 
notwithstanding that any respondent may have previOUSly taken
