PARD IT - KIRLBATT EED CROSS SOCIENT AND TS ORJECTS

(1) There is hercby established s corporstion to be called the
Kiribati Red Cross Sooisty which shall be the sole nationsl Red
Cross Socieby 1in Kiribati.

(2) The Society shall be a body corporate with perpetuzl succession
and. a common scal with power to purchase, take, hold and dispose ef
movable and immovable property, Go enter into contracts, to sue and
be sued in its corporate name and do such other acts as it may
congider necégsary or expedient for the purpose of perfomming its
functions or echieving its objects under this Act.
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(3)  All assets and lisbilitles of the Commitiec are horeby
transferred to, and shall be vestod in, the Seclety by virtue of
liis sestion end without any further assurance and the Sociehy

the gcheduled Conventions, use the hezeldic emblem of o ryod cross
ofi a white background.
