Appeal and Error—New Trial

Where the court reporter at trial, the transcript and the trial judge
were not available on appeal, court would remand for a new trial.

BURNETT, Chief Justice

The appellants have filed a timely notice of appeal.
However, the court reporter at the trial is no longer avail-
able and efforts to order and obtain a transcript have
proven fruitless. In addition, the trial judge is no longer
available.

Pursuant to the authority granted in the Rules on
