(¢) by inserting the following new subsection after Subsection (3):-

“(4) A printer approved by the Commissioner General who sells
betting tickets to an unlicensed bookmaker is guilty of an offence.

(1) may be given generally with respect to all transactions of a type specified in
the approval or specifically with respect to a particular transaction.
