2. INTER-GOVERm1ENTAL RELATIONS (AMENDMENT OF SECTION 187H).

3. THE SALARIES AND REMUNERATION COMMISSION (AME1'fDMENT OF 
SECTION 216A). 
Section 216A(J) of the Constitution is amended by repealing from Paragraph (b) 

the words in brackets "(including any Speakers appointed from outside the Assemblies)" 
and replacing them with the words "and members of Local-level Governments".
