(b) be appointed for such period. of not less than
five years or more than seven years, as the
National Executive Council determines; and

(c) be ehigible for re-appointment.”; and

() by adding the following new Subsection:~

“(3)  The office of Commissioner of Customs is hereby
declared to be an office to and in relation to which Division
1.2 (Leadership Code) of the Constitution applies.”.
