THE CRIMINAL PROCEDURE AMENDMENT
ORDINANCE OF 1909.*

No. 10 of 1909.

An Ordinance to amend the Criminal Procedure
Ordinance.

E it enacted by the Lieutenant-Governor of the Territory of
Papua with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council
thereof as follows:—

1. Tt shall be lawful for the Lieutenant-Governor® to appoint
a Crown Prosecutor whose duty it shall be to prosecute crimes and
offences cognizable in the Central Court.® 1t shall also be the

‘duty of a Crown Prosecutor if so requested by the Lieutenant-

Governor@or the Chief Judicial Officer® to conduet any prosecu-
tion before a Magistrate. A Crown Prosecutor shall have the right
of audience in all courts.

2. All crimes and offences cognizable in the Central Court®
may be prosecuted by indictment in the name of the Crown Prose-
cutor in the form or to the effect set out in ‘‘Criminal Code’ ¥
(Queensland adopted) ; it shall not be necessary in an indictment {o
allege with particularity the place at which the offence was com-
mitted but it shall be sufficient if the offence is alleged to have been
committed ‘‘in the Territory of Papua.”’

3. A Crown Prosecutor may be appointed either permanently
or temporarily and from time to time as occasion requires and may
be appointed if appointed temporarily either for a fixed period or
for the purposes of a particular case or otherwise as the Lieutenant-
Governor® may think fit.

4. This Ordinance may be cited as ‘““The Crimanal Procedure
Amendment Ordinance of 1909.”°1)
