An Ordinance to amend the "Ordinance Interpretation 
Ordinance, 1911-1939." 

B. E it ordained by the Legislative Oouncil for the Territory of 
Papua, in pursuance of the powers conferred by the Papua 

Act, 1905-1940, as follows:-

1.-(1.) This Ordinance may be cited as the Ordinance Inter- Short title and 
citation. pretation Ordinance, 1940. (1) 

(2.) The Ordinance Interpretation Ordinance, 1911-1939, is in 
this Ordinance referred to as the Principal Ordinance. 

(3:) The Principal Ordinance as amended by this Ordinance 
may be cited as the Ordinance Interpretation Ordinance, 1911-
1940.

4. (&) Section Six of the Principal Ordinance is amended by 

omitting the word "Lieutenant-Governor" (wherever occurring) 
and inserting in its stead the word" Administrator".

7.(&) Section Twenty-eight of the Principal Ordinance is 
amended by omitting the words "Lieutenant-Governor or by the 
Lieutenant-Governor' , and inserting in their stead the words 
"Administrator or by the Administrator".
