Shoul9'any motor vehicle subject to duty exemption herein be sold, exchanged, traded or otherwise disposed of 
before 12th ¥ptember, 1998, the owner shall be liable for and import duty shall be payable at the date of such dispos­
al on the CIF value of the motor vehicle at the date of original impOrtation.

• hereby authorizes the Minister for Provincial and Local Govelll1Ilent Affairs to exercise and perform, on behalf'of the 
National Executive Council, all the executive powers, functions, duties and responsibilities of the provisionally sus­
pended Northern Provincial Government.
