Where possible the land parcel should be identified on a map published 
by the Departtnent of Lands & Physical Plaruling. 

In the case of Tenders or an adveltisement of land available for leas ing the description is to be inserted in the column 
provided under the heading "Tender or Land Avai lable Preference" . 

E. TENDER OF LAND AVAILABLE PREFERENCE: 

The preference should be clearly indicated. In cases where there are more than 20 preferences the additional 
preferences may be shown on attachment. The "Description" should give the Lot and Section number or the 
Portion number as shown in the Gazetle.
